The heightened issues surrounding sexual harassment has led to an increase in the responsibility of the employer’s 
oversight and awareness of these serious concerns. To prevent the occurrence in the workplace, federal and state laws 
have expanded the requirement for mandatory training for all employees under AB1343. Such training is designed to 
ensure clear and common understanding of what sexual harassment is and how to prevent it. This training not only 
meets legal compliancy standards but also creates a healthier workplace environment and reduces the employer’s 
liability.
