b. When a course is approved for CSU GE, it applies for 
certification starting with the year of approval and ending 
when it is removed.  

c. A single course may not be certified as meeting more than 
one category.  

d. Students must request official certification of CSU GE 
Breadth requirements at the SBVC A&R Office. 

• Courses from other California Community Colleges will be evaluated 
according to the CSU GE Breadth pattern of those respective 
colleges.  

a. For out of state courses, the SBVC A&R Office will determine 
equivalency to SBVC courses.  

b. Courses from foreign institutions may not be certified.  
• For CSU GE Breadth certification purposes, students may use the 

catalog of entry or any catalog thereafter as long as continuous 
enrollment is maintained until transfer to CSU. 

 
• Upon transfer, students will be required to complete at least nine
