   For 26-year old Cecilia Tauteoli, standing in front of more 
than 5,000 guests, graduates and faculty members as the 
student speaker at SBVC’s 82nd annual Commencement was 
a triumphant declaration of her adamant reason for going to 
college and earning a degree. 
   “I wanted to prove to myself and the world that I wasn’t 
dumb,” Tauteoli said. “As far back as I can remember, my 
report cards always labeled me as behind and struggling in 
reading, spelling and math. I didn’t want that label anymore 
and it kept me going.” 
   With the support of her family and her church at key 
points along the way, Tauteoli didn’t wilt under the pressure 
of consistently underwhelming messages and feedback 
from her teachers. 
   “Although it was hard to be reminded every year how far 
behind I was, I never had thoughts of quitting,” Tauteoli 
said. “Even though my tests and grades were below average 
in high school, I still had college on my mind.” 
   In order to qualify for a degree and be prepared to 
transfer, Cecilia took six English and/or reading courses and 
seven math courses—most at night after working all day.  
   With the help of the Disabled Student Programs and 
Services (DSP&S) office at SBVC, Cecilia discovered that she 
had been suffering in silence for years with an undiagnosed 
learning disability. The DSP&S staff helped coordinate the 
delivery of her textbooks on CD which helped her excel in 
defeating this quiet demon. 
    “For the longest time, I didn’t consider myself as having a 
disability because I wasn’t in a wheelchair. But, there are a 
lot of people out there who have the same challenges as me 
and don’t even try college. I still struggle today, but I’ve 
learned the study skills and patience to help me get through 
it.” 
   In the Fall of 2009, Cecilia began taking classes at 
California State University San Bernardino with the goal of 
earning a degree in business with an emphasis in 
marketing.

   Michael Grace II has been attending classes off and on at SBVC 
since the summer of 1998, but his journey has been punctuated 
by life challenges that haven’t deterred him from seeking his 
goals. 
   After suffering bilateral hearing loss and serious problems 
with his own vision due to unforeseen circumstances, Michael 
now lives each day with a positive outlook on life.  
   Through counselors at the San Bernardino County Department 
of Rehabilitation, Michael was connected with the WorkAbility 
Department at SBVC that helps transition students back into 
school and the workplace after injuries.  
   “At that point in my life, I was taking any resource I could to 
get direction in life,” Michael said.  
   SBVC WorkAbility Coordinator Regina Ross helped Michael 
prepare for the job hunt with mock interviews, résumé writing 
tips and a primer on how to dress for the workplace. 
   “Even though I have my setbacks I’ve learned that the 
disabilities don’t have to be what holds me back. With the help 
of WorkAbility, I will push forward and now understand that I 
have skills and deserve a chance like everybody else and will 
make it work for me,” Michael said.  
   Michael has continued taking classes at SBVC, but has faced 
the hurdles caused by a multitude of eye surgeries. Over the 
years, he’s been forced to drop several classes in the middle of 
the semester to have another procedure. 
   “Sometimes, it’s been hard to keep myself motivated after 
having to stop and start so many times because of the 
surgeries,” Michael said. “I’ve come to realize that everybody is 
different and to never compare yourself to other people or you’ll 
sell yourself short. What works for some people will not work for 
all.” 
   Michael’s goals stretch far beyond receiving an Associate’s 
degree. His desire is to enter the field of psychology and/or 
psychiatry and help people work through some of the same 
emotional boundaries and confidence issues that he has 
encountered and help them find a direction. 
   “I used to be ashamed to wear my hearing aids, but my dad 
always told me that nobody knows what's wrong with you until 
you tell them,” Michael said. “The way I look at it, Barack Obama 
wasn't always President,” Michael said. “You've got to start 
somewhere and commit yourself to your goals.”

BJ Vann 

   As a sophomore at San Bernardino High School only three 
years ago, Bryjan (BJ) Vann was a budding star in a variety of 
sports.  
   From one season to the next, BJ thought about college only 
with the potential of an accompanying athletic scholarship. 
   “I told myself that if I didn’t get a scholarship from sports, 
there’s no way I could afford college,” Vann said. 
   As one of 10 kids in his family, BJ grew up in rough 
neighborhoods and learned a lot about survival in a relatively 
short amount of time  
   “Days after moving into our new apartment, a neighbor was 
murdered and I still remember the blood being hosed off the 
sidewalk,” BJ said. “Washing clothes by hand, sleeping on the 
floor—that’s nothing new to me.” 
   After a frightening football injury that revealed an 
irregularity in his brain, the doctor ordered the unthinkable. 
Because of the risk of permanent injury, BJ was directed to 
avoid all types of contact sports. 
   It wasn’t until his junior year that BJ though seriously about 
college now that his dreams of a career in sports were no 
longer plausible. And, by the time he was a senior, BJ knew 
that he wanted to be a coach and teach, but didn’t seriously 
consider college because of his financial situation. 
   That all changed when he heard about the newly-expanded 
Valley-Bound Commitment that provides the first year of 
college entirely free for local high school students. 
   BJ applied for the program, was accepted, and started taking 
classes as one of 89 new freshmen in the Valley-Bound 
Commitment Program at SBVC in August of 2009.

   “I remember thinking that I only needed just enough math to 
be able to count to 8 so that I could become a dance 
instructor,” recalls SBVC student Chante Gory. 
   Since then, Chante has taken five math classes—including 
three with Math Professor Dr. Stephanie Briggs. 
   This Colton resident is now ready to tackle science and 
English and is also on track to graduate in the spring of 2010 
in what would have been a preposterous goal to consider only 
a few short years ago. Back in the 90’s, Chante dropped out of 
high school during her junior year and had never witnessed 
the power of education to change lives.  
   “I used to feel dumb, drinking, doing drugs and I started to 
believe that I didn’t really care about myself. But, I learned 
that who you’re around is what makes you. I haven’t been 
around many successful minority women so hearing Professor 
Briggs’ courageous story was a great example for me,” Chante 
said. “Now I know that I can be a lawyer or a judge and that 
means a lot to me. Four years ago, nobody would have told 
this 2nd chance kid that I’d be here instead of hanging around 
the streets wasting my life.” 
   Chante’s advice for fellow students is to never stop trying to 
figure out who they want to be and what they want in life. 
   “Sometimes, people look around and see the success of 
others as a finished, polished product. But, they don’t ever see 
the fire and the smoke from their struggles that helped them 
figure out who they were and what they wanted to do with 
their lives. I want people to know that you should never lose 
your hope or that little voice inside you that says “One day, 
I’ll…”, Chante said. “Whatever you want to do in this life, you 
can make it happen. It might be a struggle or be delayed, but 
you’ll get it. Whatever you reach for, keep reaching. Words 
can’t explain the feeling of grasping something that you’ve 
been reaching for in your life.”
