	Students will demonstrate their ability to diagnose and correct truck steering and suspension systems by analyzing an out of tolerance truck suspension and steering system, diagnosing out of specification components and then repair and/or replace out of specification items and systems and correctly align the suspension and steering to manufacturer specifications.
