	Perform all necessary adjustments, demonstrate sequential steps performed when diagnosing tune-up problems, and remove and replace components in a manner consistent with accepted industry standards. 
	Students will demonstrate their ability to properly diagnose poorly tuned engines by following logical sequential trouble shooting techniques including use of electronic test equipment and correctly tuning up the engine to perform to manufacturer requirements.
