SPANISH 157  (approved 11/15/2010)

1. Students will be able to express themselves in writing in Spanish using correct grammar, accents, and punctuation. They will also learn to organize their ideas in a coherent manner using appropriate connecting words and standard Spanish appropriate for professional and academic settings. Students will also develop critical thinking skills and expand vocabulary through the analysis of short stories, novels, and newspaper articles that deal with current issues.

2. Students will enhance their public speaking skills in Spanish through oral presentations. Students will also develop confidence in expressing themselves using more advanced and professional words, phrases and expressions in Spanish in spontaneous situations such as debates and group discussions. 

3. Students will expand their knowledge of the Hispanic culture that includes art, music and literature through cultural presentations, videos and readings. Students will continue to learn more about the Hispanic world, and to appreciate the diversity that exists within the Hispanic countries such as lexical variety, traditions and history.
