Biology 250

1.  Students will assess their own respiratory function and produce a computerized data strip of human respiratory action that displays typical volumetric measurements, breathing rate, rhythm and respiratory flow values.  Students will correctly analyze data and compare it to standard values.  They will correctly calculate percentage deviations from established norms.

2.  In order to learn skeletal anatomy, students will differentiate and name the 22 major bones of the skull by examining a medical grade model of the skull and identifying the structure and prominent features of each bone. The student will correctly name each bone and several surface features on the bones in a practical exam.
