
Oceanography 101 (3 units)
Elements of Oceanography    

Lecture: (3units)

1. Students will be able to identify the geologic features that identify plate margins and, given an outline map of the world, be able to name to the major lithospheric plates and to draw reasonably accurate boundaries of the plates.

2. Students will be able list the major chemical components in sea water and be able to explain how the structure of the water molecule is responsible for many of the unusual properties of liquid water. 

3. Students will be able to describe, using appropriate scientific terminology, the dynamics of wind generated waves, tsunami, surface water currents, and tidal fluctuations.

4. Students will be able to list, using the appropriate taxonomic terminology, the major groups of living organisms in the ocean.

5. Students will demonstrate competence in the subject field by completing the course and attaining an overall 70% accuracy in all homework, out of class assignments, in-class work, quizzes, and examinations over the course of the semester.
