Conducting Research with SBVC Students
In order to honor our ethical commitment to SBVC students who participate in research studies, any researcher who plans to conduct research on our campus (or because of the status as SBVC students) must follow the procedures outlined on this page.
The protocol for conducting research that uses SBVC students as subjects must be approved by the SBVC Director of Research and Planning and/or The Research Committee if it will be used to satisfy a degree requirement for any other college or if it will be published for public consumption in any form except for a class assignment at SBVC.   In order to receive approval, the researcher must submit a project description, sample of research instrument(s), and the IRB approval from his/her home campus. 
All research involving SBVC students must include informed consent–no coercion—and clear descriptions of the following: 

1) the purpose(s) of the research;  

2) the expected duration of the subject's participation;  

3) the procedures to be followed (methodology);  

4) any procedures or products that are experimental;  

5) who is eligible to participate; 
6) the students right to withdraw or discontinue participation at any time with no penalty

7) any foreseeable risks or discomforts that the subject will bear;  

8) any benefits to the subject or to others that can reasonably be expected;  

9) the confidentiality of any records that identify the subject;  

10) participants’ right to view the results of the research.

Exceptions:


Observational and survey research activities that are part of SBVC class assignments and studies conducted by faculty for the purpose of improving instructional delivery do not need to be submitted to the Office of Research and Planning for approval.
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
